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2. THE DEATH OF TRUTH

“All truth is from God.”  When you hear a phrase like this, what does it mean to you? 

What do these texts suggest concerning truth?  

· Isaiah 45:19
· Daniel 10:21
· Zechariah 8:16,19

When did truth first become terminal?  See Genesis 3, Adam and Eve’s rebellion.

What is the context of the “Death of Truth” form the following verses?

· Isaiah 59:15
· Jeremiah 5:1; 7:28; 9:5
· Daniel 8:12
· Amos 5:10

In what areas have you witnessed the death of truth in our society?  What has been the impact? 

Jesus is identified as the truth in the NT.   See John 14:6; 1:14,17.

Jesus said “I tell you the truth” some 30 times in Matthew alone.  He said this more than 50 times in all the Synoptic Gospel.  John records Jesus saying it another 25 times.  And John references the truth an additional 22 times in his short epistles.

The connection between truth and the Person of Jesus Christ is unequivocal in the NT.   Our relationship with Christ—the level and quality of that relationship—is directly related to the truth of God revealed in Christ.  Examine these verses and discuss how they impact the lives of those who adhere to the truth of Christ: John 3:21; 4:23,24; 8:32,44; 16:33; 17:17; 18:37.

Pilate asked the ultimate question of the universe: “Quid est veritas,” that is, “What is truth” John 18:38)?  It is this question that has become the reality of our time.  Does this herald the immanent approach of the Last Day?  Consider these texts: Romans 1:18 (17), 25; Acts 20:30; 
2 Thessalonians 2:9-12; 2 Timothy 2:16-18; 4:3,4; 1 John 1:6-8.

What do we learn about the economy of salvation which God works in and through Christ?

How do we respond to those who are lost in the darkness and have not come into the “light” of the truth?
